The undersigned agrees to indemnify and hold blameless Nupur Folk Dance 
Academy, its proprietors and instructors harmless, and releases them from any and all liability for any Injury which may be 
suffered by the above named individual (student), arising out of or in any way connected with any activity while on the 
premises. The students also agree to abide by the policies and rules set by the Academy and Round Hill Dance Studio. 
 
General Rules and guidelines: 
We want every participant to enjoy every moment at the Nupur Folk Dance Academy. We want it 
to be a pleasurable and memorable event at all times. I would urge you to take a look at the 
following guidelines and make sure that your child is aware of them, and follows them. 
 

1. Folk Dance is a TEAM EVENT.  Every participant needs to remember at all times, that s/he is a 
part of the team and needs to make sure that any action/behavior that damages the team spirit 
should be avoided.  Strict disciplinary action will be taken in the event of any rude behavior. 

2. At any time, the Artistic Director’s decision on any issue will be final.  
3. The Annual performance will be held on May 9, 2009. We will have to conduct extra mandatory 

rehearsals prior to the performance, and students are expected to participate. Details will be 
circulated 4-6 months in advance.  
It is also our desire to participate in a couple more performances during the year – depending 
upon the type of event, and readiness and availability of students. Prior intimation will be given for 
any such event. 

4. Any student who misses more than three classes will be subject to dismissal. The Artistic 
Director, based upon the student’s performance and ability to pick up the dance steps, would take 
the final decision. 

5. No make-up classes will be given for individual students who miss the class for personal reasons. 
6. Parents are encouraged not to be present in the class when the students are learning. This puts 

unnecessary pressure on the students. 
7. Students are expected to be present 5 minutes prior to the class time. Remember that the 

whole team could be losing time if a few students are late. 
8. Attire: Girls: tights/shorts/pants/Salwar-Khameez –(even inside skirts). 
9. If a student damages the property of the Dance Studio, their parents will have to bear the full 

expenses for it. 
10. Tuition Fees: Need to be paid by 10th of the month. There will be a box/basket kept for 

dropping checks/cash. Please write down the student’s name and month on the check. If paying 
by cash, please put in an envelope and write the information on top. You can mail the check if 
you want. All fees are nonrefundable. 

11. Late Fees: There will be a late charge of $15/ quarter if paid  after the due date.
